ELIGIBILITY: U18 & older, FIS licensed. Out-of-division and foreign athletes: Per USSS and FIS quota guidelines.
FIELD SIZE: Maximum field size 140 per gender.
ENTRY FEE: $38/day. $25 late fee for entries not paid by December 16.

LIFT TICKETS: GS competitor ticket price $79/day for Steamboat Ski Resort. If you have an Ikon pass, go straight
to the lift.

SL tickets at Howelsen Hill $49/day age 19 & older, $36/day age 18 & under. Purchase on-site at
ticket office. CSCUSA All-Star Passes — redeem at ticket office.

A service fee is added to the entry on SkiReg, and is not refundable in the case of a pull for any
reason. Absolutely no on-site entries, athlete must be paid with signed on-line liability waiver
prior to Team Captains meeting.

ALL athletes must be represented at Team Captains or they will be pulled from the race.

Steamboat Resort: Free parking at Knoll Lot or Meadows Lot (with shuttle). There is no free
parking or drop off on Ski Time Square and around Torian Plum. Absolutely no drop-off at
the Sheraton, do not enter at the gate. T-Bar and Northside Lot pay lots are just past Torian Plum
on Ski Time Square Drive.

Howelsen Hill: Parking is NOT PERMITTED in lot at lodge, this is for active loading/unloading
only for the night race. Beware of no parking zones. Spectator and overflow parking for the night
race at the rodeo arena and ice rink, or park in downtown and use the pedestrian bridge near the fire
station/9™" Street.

Slalom races easy viewing from the base. Plan extra time for parking and walking to the base.

GS races are a short hike from the base, or discounted parent/sibling tickets are available here
https://activities.steamboat.com/ecomm/Package/PackageBuilder/3316173/en-
US/?packageid=82063&promocode=MRHCGS _LIFT for Steamboat Resort.
